People need to sleep. They sleep a different number of hours according to their age. A baby sleeps for about 16 hours a day and usually has a period of 8 hours of activity. An adult usually sleep for about 7 hours a day and has a period of 17 hours of activity. An old person usually sleeps for about 6 hours a day and has a period of 18 hours of activity.

According to some scientists, sleep is a state of passive recovery. Our baby needs to recover its energy. We sometimes sleep more hours when we are very, very tired. There was a bunch of red roses on it. “I’ve just got it!” he said. “How fast does it go?” I asked. “About 150 miles an hour” he replied.


Suddenly I spoke in a voice that was strange to me: “Don’t drive that car. If you do, you will be dead this time next week.” James Dean just laughed. I apologized and said I was hungry and tired. We went into the restaurant and had a very enjoyable time. We said goodbye an hour later. We didn’t say anything more about the sports car.

The wolf is the ancestor of today’s domestic dog. Wolves are proper family people, and in the winter several families get together to form a pack. Human beings could learn many lessons from the social behavior of wolves. They organize themselves efficiently, with a pack leader who is in charge.   Everybody respects him and what he says is law; no-one ever goes on strike, The pack leader is always greeted by the others with a lick on the face. Today’s domestic dog often licks his owner’s face to indicate this same respect or allegiance

Wolves frequently hunt animals that are much bigger than themselves. For instance, they hunt the caribou in North America. They usually pick-out a weak animal and separate it from the herd, and then they go after it. A single wolf would find it very difficult to kill a caribou; even a whole pack of wolves has often to be most persistent before a caribou is brought down.

Wolves are very shy animals. It is extremely difficult to get near wolves in the wild. They have attacked horses, pigs and cattle but they have never attacked humans.

Many years ago, before wolves had been studied scientifically, a certain zoologist was studying a family of wolves. He was not sure whether they were dangerous or not, so he kept his distance and viewed them through his binoculars. He watched for two days, and then on the third day they suddenly disappeared. He watched and watched, got tired of watching and turned to go. The wolves were up behind him on a high rock-they had been watching him.

4.4.1  Biography of Frida Khalo
BIOGRAPHY OF FRIDA

Frida  Kahlo is a Mexican painter, born on July 6, 1907 and dead on July 13, 1954.

Frida claimed to be born on 1910, the year of the outbreak of the Mexican revolution, because she wanted her life began together with the modern Mexico.

This detail well introduces us to a singular personality, characterized since her childhood by a deep sense of independence and rebellion against social and moral ordinary habits, moved by passion and sensuality, proud of her "Mexican dad" and cultural tradition set against the reigning Americanization: Everything mixed with a peculiar sense of humor.

Her life was marked by physical suffering, started with the polio contracted at the age of five and worsens by her life-dominating event occurred in 1952. A bus accident caused severe injuries to her body owing to a pole that pierced her from the stomach to the pelvis. The medicine of her time tortured her body with surgical operations (32 throughout her life), corsets of different kinds and mechanical "stretching" systems.

Lots of her works were painted lying in the bed. Because of these physical conditions FRIDA was never able to have any children and This was a great sorrow for her.

She had a great love, Diego Rivera (she married twice with this man and dedicated to him a passionate diary) but also a lot of lovers, men and women, such as Leon Trotsky and André Breton's wife.
