1.5 LECTURA

HUMAN AND ANIMAL AGGRESSION.
A major reason for conflict in the animal world is territory. The male animal establishes an area. The size of the area is sufficient to provide food for him, his mate (or mates) and their off spring. Migrating birds, for example, divide up the best territory in the order of "first come, first served". The late arrivals may obtain larger territories, but less the species. If there is really insufficient food or the danger is very great, the animal will not mate. In this way, the members of the species which are less fit will not have offspring.

When there is conflict over territory, animals will commonly use force, or a show of force, to decide which will stay and which will go.

It is interesting to note, however, that animals seem to use only the minimum amount of force necessary to drive away the intruder. There is usually no killing. In the case of those animals which are capable of doing each other harm (especially carnivores, with sharp teeth and claws designed for fighting) there is a system for the losing animal to show the winning animal that he wishes to submit. When he shows this, the winner normally stops fighting. In the case of those animals which are not capable of hurting each other very much, this mechanism does not seem to exist. Animals (especially birds), which can easily escape from conflict seem to have no inhibition against killing, and equally no mechanism for submission. The losing bird simply flies away. However. If two doves are placed in a cage, and they start fighting, they will continue to fight until one kills the other. We all think of the dove as a symbol of peace and, in its natural habitat, it is peaceful. But the "peace" mechanism does not function in a cage.

Do human beings function in the same way as animals? In some ways, obviously, they do. The amount of territory is not usually related to the amount mechanism for submission cannot function in the same way today, because the aggressor often cannot see his opponent. Indeed, the danger caused by this situation is becoming greater every day due to the increase in the number of remotely - controlled nuclear weapons.

Thus, when we study animals and compare their behavior with that of human beings, we notice that although there are similarities in their behavior patterns, there also great differences. Man is a much more complex species and therefore his behavior patterns are likewise more complex.

The United States and Mexico live side by side. We're neighbors, but we have two very different cultures. When Mexicans or people from other Latin American countries first come in contact with life in the U. S., they often feel that the American people aren't as friendly or as warm and fun - loving as Latins. If we want to enjoy living, working or studying in the U. S., we have to make an effort to understand U. S., culture. If we do, we'll find that the American is warm and friendly, just like we are, but he expresses his warmth and friendship in his own way.

We should remember that our way of doing things seems strange to the American, too. The American who visits Mexico can't understand why we are so polite. He finds it difficult to use two different words for "you" - the formal "usted” and the informal "tú".

The American in Mexico feels that people are always shaking hands and hugging and kissing each other. He's not accustomed to saying hello and goodbye that way. When a Mexican goes to the States, he may feel that people aren't being friendly because they greet him with a simple "hi" and maybe a wave of the hand and say goodbye without a hug, kiss or handshake.

And whatever happened to being a gentleman in the U. S., it's no longer customary for men to open doors for women. In fact, some women will be insulted if you open the door for them.

They want to take their place in the world as equals to men, and they feel that when a man opens doors, carries things for them, etc., he's saying he's stronger than women and superior to them.

The American is used to being direct. He normally tells you exactly what he thinks. He doesn't usually make a lot of polite conversation or try make everything he says sound sweet and nice. So when you call an American on the phone, for example, he expects you to get right to the point. He'll think it's strange if you spend five or ten minutes trying to have a polite conversation with him about how he and his family are, the weather, etc, before starting your business.

U. S, culture demands that people be on time. If an American tells you to meet him at 5 o'clock, he'll be there at 5 o'clock sharp, or 5:05 or 5:10 at the latest. If you're not there on time, he may leave. He won't wait more than ten or fifteen minutes for you, because after fifteen minutes he'll think you're not coming. On the other hand, one of the most difficult things for an American in Mexico is to learn to wait, and also the faculty that "ahorita" doesn't mean "now" or "right this minute" but "in a little (or a long) while".

If we go to the United States to work or study, we should be sure to remember that the rules there are a lot stricter than they are in Mexico. In Mexico, most rules can be bent or changed if we talk long enough or politely enough to the person in authority. Not so in the U. S.! If a policeman catches you driving too fast, you'll have to pay a big fine. You can't talk your way out of it!.

Just as we Mexicans have to change our ways of looking at things and doing things if we want to live in the U. S., the American who wants to live in Mexico has to change a lot, too. He has to learn the art of polite conversation and of being nice and diplomatic about everything. He has to adjust his sense of time. And he should learn to express his feelings for others in a more open way. One thing that attracts many Americans to Mexican-to-Mexican culture is precisely that - the Latin ability to openly express emotions like warmth and friendship.

4. IDIOMS

4.1 INTRODUCCION


Las expresiones idiomáticas han jugado un papel muy importante en el Idioma Inglés. De hecho el uso de idioms es tan extenso que entenderlas es esencial para una comunicación exitosa. Ya sea en listening, speaking, reading o writing.


Una expresión idiomática es aquella que consta de un verbo más una o más partículas, ya sea una preposición o un adverbio, o una preposición mas uno o dos adverbios, etc.


Tebemos ciertas expresiones las cuales llamamos two-word verbs, que es un verbo cuyo significado es alterado por incluir una particula (una preposición usada con un verbo para formar un idiom) To look por ejemplo puede convertirse en to look up o to look over, cada uno con su significado especial. Cuando un two-word verb puede ser separado por un sustantivo o un pronombre, el símbolo (S) para separar es insertado en la definición.

4.2  IDIOMS 

To look out: to be careful or cautious (also: to watch out).

Both of these idioms can occur with the preposition for.
· "Look out!"  Jeffrey cried as his friend almost stepped in a big hole in the ground.

· Look out for reckless drivers whenever you cross the street.

· Small children should always watch out for strangers offering candy.

To shake hands: to exchange greetings by clasping hands.

· When people meet for the first time, they usually shake hands.
· The student warmly shook hands with his old professor.

To get back: to return (S).

· Mr. Harris got back from his business trip to Chicago this morning.

· Could you get the children back home by five o'clock?

To catch cold: to become sick with a cold of the nose or throat.

· If you go out in this rain, you will surely catch cold.

· How did she ever catch cold  in such warm weather?

To get over: to recover from an illness; to accept a loss or sorrow.

· It took me over a month to get over my cold, but I'm finally well now.

· It seems that Mr. Mason will never get over the death of his wife.

To make up one's mind: to reach a decision, to decide finally.

· Sally is considering several colleges to attend, but she hasn't made up her mind yet.

· When are you going to make up your mind about your vacation plans?

To change one's mind: to alter one's decision or opinion.

· We have changed our minds and are going to Canada instead of California this summer.

· Matthew has changed his mind several times about buying a new car.

For the time being: temporarily (also: for now).

· For the time being, Janet is working as a waitress, but she really hopes to become an actress soon.

· We're living in a apartment for now, but soon we'll be looking for a house to buy.

For good: permanently, forever.

· Ruth has returned to Canada for good. She won't ever live in the United States again.

To call off: to cancel (S).

Thomas Jefferson (1743 - 1826), the third President of the United States, grew up on his father's estate in Albermale County, Virginia. Jefferson was a brilliant student. After graduating from William and Mary College, he became a lawyer. He was also interested in politics, however, and, at the of 26, he was elected to the House of Burgesses of Virginia. Here, he often spoke out against the British, who still ruled that part of America.

In 1776, Jefferson attended the Continental Congress in Philadelphia. There he was asked to write a Declaration of Independence. He wrote the document in two weeks. After a few changes, it was accepted by the Congress. He became famous. Soon afterwards, the war against Britain began.

In 1779, Jefferson was elected Governor of Virginia, but he was not an effective leader during a time of war. He was a pacifist and hated fighting. He soon  retired from public life and lived in his house (called Monticello because it was built on a hill) until the war ended.

In 1784, Jefferson was sent to France as the representative of the American Government. He did not like the French system of government and was pleased to see the beginning of the French Revolution in 1789. He stayed in France until President Washington asked him to be Secretary of State. Jefferson did not feel comfortable, however, because he had a rival in the Government: Alexander Hamilton, the Secretary of the Treasury. President Washington seemed to prefer Hamilton, so Jefferson resigned and, for the second time, retired to private life.

In 1976, however, he was back in public life, this time as a candidate for the Presidency. He was beaten in the election by John Adams and became Vice - President. Four yeas later, he ran again and this time was elected President.

Thomas Jefferson was not a handsome or elegant man. Ha was very tall (6 feet 2 1/2 inches) and slim, with long arms and legs and big hands.

He was generally optimistic and good - natured. Jefferson was a brilliant, entertaining talker in conversation, but he was a poor speaker in public because he spoke too quietly and indistinctly. He liked music (he played the violin), horses (he went riding almost every day), good food and good wine.

Today, Jefferson is remembered as a champion of freedom in America As President, he protected the right of free speech, especially the right of newspapers to say what they want. Interestingly in his eight years as President (he was re - elected in 1804), Jefferson never vetoed a bill which Congress has passed. This was because he preferred to guide.

In fact, even after his retirement in 1809, he continued to give advice new University of Virginia, Jefferson designed the buildings, supervised the construction, wrote the curriculum and chose the teachers.

Thomas Jefferson died on July the Fourth, 1826 - the fiftieth anniversary of American Independence - at Monticello.

Few and far between: not frequent, unusual, rare.

To look over: to examine, to inspect closely (also: to go over, to read over, to check over) (S).

Go over is different from the other forms because it is not separable.

· I want to look my homework over again before I give it to the teacher.

· You should never sing any legal paper without checking it over first.

To have (time) off: to have free time, not to have to work (also: to take time off (S)).

The related form (S) to take off is used when someone makes a decision to have free time, sometimes when others might not agree with the decision.

· Every morning the company workers have time off for a coffee break.

· Several workers took the afternoon off to go to a baseball game.

To go on: to happen; to resume, to continue (also: to keep on).

· Many people gathered near the accident to see what was going on.

· I didn't mean to interrupt you. Please go on.

· The speaker kept on talking even though most of the audience had left.

To put out: to extinguish, to cause to stop functioning (S). To put out has the same meaning as to turn off (lesson 1) for a light fixture.

· Please put out the light before you leave. Okay, I'll put it out.

MIND READERS AND FORTUNE TELLERS.

Can "mind readers" see into your mind? Can fortune - tellers predict the future?.

If someone tells you he can read your mind or predict the future, you shouldn't believe him! If a person makes such claims, he is probably trying to trick you or cheat you. There is no conclusive scientific evidence to suggest that anyone can really see into another person's brain or foretell events to come.

On the contrary, a lot of evidence exists about ways in which mind readers and fortune - tellers deceive the public. One way is that they force you to think something by asking you to pick a number between 1 and 50, but then they make different suggestions, etc, to control the number you pick.

Other common tricks involve switching or exchange one thing for another, A switch means that when you give the "mind reader" something, he substitutes an identical object of his own quickly without giving you time to see. In that way he can tell you a serial number on a dollar bill, for example, because it's his own dollar bill and he learned the number beforehand.

Codes are another way that "mind readers" fool people. For example, with a secret code a "mind reader" can identify objects he can't see. The "mind reader" closes his eyes or is blindfolded. When someone shows a book, a watch or a knife to the "mind reader's" assistant, the assistant signals to him in cod, perhaps by tapping his foot on the floor. Then the "mind reader" can tell you what the objects are without ever seeing them.

Many people also say that they can predict the future or tell your fortune by using playing cards.

They say your future is in the cards. Each of the 52 cards has a meaning. Twelve cards are selected at random to tell someone's fortune. They say, for example, if two "eights" come up, it means that you are going to take a trip. If you get the Queen of hearts, it means you'll  meet a beautiful lady, etc. a fortune told in this way is just another trick. This is easy to understand if you consider the following: when a person's fortune is told the second time using twelve cards out of a deck of 52, he can't possibly get the same fortune. The chances are about one in 20,000,000,000,000,000 (20 quadrillion) that the same card will come up in the same order.

Mind reading and fortune telling are fun if we look at them as some kind of game. But if you take such things seriously, you may have problems.
